US Secretary of State, Hillary Clinton is scheduled to visit Cape Verde, on August 13-14, 2009, following an invitation from the Capeverdean Government. 
The American delegation is scheduled to arrive in Sal island at 8:00pm local time, on August 13th, and will be greeted by the Minister of Foreign Affairs, Cooperation and Communities, Mr. José Brito. 

On August 14th, the delegation is scheduled to meet with Cape Verde’s Prime Minister, José Maria Neves, at 9:00am for a meeting in which members of both delegations will participate.
The meeting will be an opportunity for information exchange, more precisely, the new American Administration policies toward Africa, Cape Verde’s development process and ways to further strenghten the bilateral partnership of the two countries in its political/diplomatic, economic and security components. 

The presence of an active and well-integrated Capeverdean diaspora in the United States, the reassuring results of the cooperation between these two countries, as well as shared values in the transformation strategy for Cape Verde, will be the guiding light in the design of a common Agenda. The future of the Cape-Verde – USA bilateral relations will be shaped in  reciprocal interests.
Additionaly, current international and African affairs will be part of the discussion agenda. 
According to the American side, this will be an opportunity to reaffirm its friendship with Cape Verde, a country considered as a success story in Africa, with democratic governance and which has efficiently used the US economic assistance, including the Millenium Challenge Account. 
After the delegations meet, a press conference will take place at 11:00am (local time), with statements from both parties to national and international press members. 
The US Secretary of State’s trip to Africa included stops in Kenya, South Africa, Angola, Democratic Republic of Congo, Nigeria and Liberia. 
After the Cape Verde stop, Secretary Clinton will return to Washington, DC.
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
